Born in Western New York Hungate started his music career as a rock/R&B musician in 1970, 
serving as singer, songwriter, rhythm guitar-player and all-around instrumentalist for a variety of 
original bands.  In Los Angeles, he performed with the pop-rock-funk band Them Bones.  He 
spent the 1980s in San Francisco, where he performed solo gigs and formed a preppy punk 
rock band called The Phobics.
